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AGREEMENT ON INVESTMENT UNDER THE
FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT ON COMPREHENSIVE
ECONOMIC COOPERATION AMONG THE
GOVERNMENTS OF THE MEMBER COUNTRIES OF THE
ASSOCIATION OF SOUTHEAST ASIAN NATIONS AND
THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA

The Governments of Brunel Darussalam, the Kingdom of
Cambodia, the Republic of Indonesia, the Lao People’s
Democratic Republic, Malaysia, the Union of Myanmar, the
Republic of the Philippines, the Republic of Singapore, the
Kingdom of Thailand and the Socialist Republic of Viet Nam,
Member Countries of the Association of Southeast Asian
Nations, and tha Republic of Korea,

RECALLING the Framework Agreement on Comprehensive
Economic Cooperation among the Governments of the
Member Ccunfries of the Assoclation of Southeast Asian
Nations and the Republic of Korea {(Framework Agreement)
signed in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia on the 13th day of
December 2005;

FURTHER RECALLING Arficles 13 and 2.3 of the
Framework Agreement, which reflect their commitment to
establish the ASEAN-Korea Free Trade Area covering
investment;




REAFFIRMING their commitiment to create a liberal,
facilitative, transparent and competitive investment regime
with business-friendly environment among the ASEAN
Member Countries and the Republic ¢f Korea, and to provide
protection for invesiors of the Partles and thelr investments
under the investment regime;

RECOGHNISING that mutually enhanced investment
opportunities will stimulate the flow of private capital and the
econormic development among the ASEAN Member
Countries and the Republic of Korea; and

NOTING the different stages of sconomic devslopment
among the ASEAN Member Countries and the need for
flexibility to be given to the new ASEAN Member Countries,
in particular the need to facilitate their increasing participation
in the economic cooperation of the Parties and the
expansion of their exports, including, inter alia, through
strengthening thelr domestic capaclty, efficlency and
competitiveness,

HAVE AGREED as follows:

Article 1
Definitions

For the purposes of this Agreement:

Article 2
Scope and Coverage

1. This Agreement shall apply to measures adopted or
maintained by a Party relating fo:

(a) investors of any other Party; and

commercial presence® in the teritory of any other Party
pursuant to the provisions of the Agreement on Trade in
Services under the Framework Agreement, only to the extent
that they relate to a covered investment.

Article 3
Nationat Treatment’

Each Party shall accord to investors of any other Party, and
to covered investments of investors of any other Party,
treatment no less favourable than that it accortds through its
measures, in like circumstances, o its own Investors and
Investments with respect to admission, establishment,
acquisition, expansion, management, conduct, operation and
sale or other disposition of invesiments in its territory.

Article 4
Most-Favoured-Nation Treatment®

1. Each Party shall accord to investors of any other Party
treatment no less favourable that it accords, in like
cireumstances, to investors of any ather Party or a non-Party
with respesct to admission, establishment, acquisition,
expansion, management, conduct, operation and sale or
other disposition of Investments in its territory. :

2. Each Party shall accord io covered investments
treatment no less favourable than it accords, in iike
circumstances, to investments in its territory of invesiors of
any other Party or a non-Party with respect to the admission,
establishment, acquisition, expansion, management, conduct,
operation and sale or other disposition of investments.

{b) any existing or future preferential treatment
accorded to investors and/or thelr investments in
any agreement or arrangement between or
among ASEAN Member Countries,

4, Notwithstanding paragraphs 1t and 2, if a Party
accords more favourable treatment {o investors of any other
Party or a non-Party or thelr investments by virtue of any
future agreements or arangements to which the Party is a
party, it shall not be obliged to accord such treatment to
investars of any other Party or their investments. Howevar,
upon request from any other Party, it shall aceord adequate
opportunity to negotiate the benefits granted therain.

" Article 5

General Treatment of Investment
1. Each Party shall accord to covered investments of
investors of any other Party fair and equitable treatment and

full protection and secunty -

2. For greater certainty:

(a) fair and equitable treatment requires each Party
not to deny justice in any legal or administrative

proceedings;

(b) full protection and security requires each Party to
take such measures as may be reasonably
necessary to snsure the protection and security
of the covered invesiments; and

(c) the concepts of “fair and equitable treatment” and
“full protection and security” do not require
treatment in addition to or beyond that which is
provided under the customary intemational law
and do not create additional substantive rights.®

3. A determination that there has been a breach of
another provision of this Agreement, or of a separate
international agresment, does not establish that there has
basan a breach of this Aricle.

Article 6
Performance Requirements™

The provisions of the WTO Agreement on Trade-related
Investments Measures (TRIMs), which are not specifically
mentioned in or medified by this Agreement, shall apply,
mutatis mutandis, to this Agreement unless the context
cotherwise requires.

Article 7 _
Senior Management and Boards of Directors'*

1. A Party shall not require a juridicai person of that Party
that is a covered investment appoint to senlor management
positions natural persons of any particular nationality.

2. A Party may require that a majority of the board of
diractors, or any commiftee thereof, of a juridical person of
that Parly that is a covered investment, be of a particular
nationality, or resident in the territory of the Party, provided
that the requirement does not materially impair the ability of
the investor to exercise control over its investment.

Article 8
Transparency

1. Each Party shall promptly publish, or otherwise make
publicly available, its [aws, regulations, administrative rulings
and judicial decisions of general application as well as
international agreements which pertain to or affect any
matter covered by this Agreement.

2. Each Party shall prompily make publicly available any
new laws or any changes to existing laws, regulations or
administrative  guidelines  which  significantly  affect
investments or commitments of a Party under this Agreemont.

3. The provisions of paragraphs 1 and 2 shall not be
construed so as fo oblige a Party to disclose confidential
infformatlon, the disclosure of which would impede law
enforcement or otherwise be contrary to the public interest or

which would prejudice privacy or legitimate commercial
interests.

4, Each Party shall establish or designate an enquiry
point where, upon request of any natural person, juridical
person. or any other Party, all information- relating to the
measures required to be published or made available under
paragraphs 1 and 2 may be prompily obtained.

5. Each Party shall notify all the other Parties through the
Implementing Committee at least once annually of any future
investment related agreement or arrangement which grants
any preferential treatment and to which itis a party.

6. All notifications and communications pursuant to
paragraphs 4 and 5 shall bs in the English languaga.

Arficle 9
Reservations'?

1. Aricte 3 (Natlonal Treatment), Aricle 4 (Most-
Favoured-Nation Treaiment), Article 7 {Senior Management
and Boards of Directors}, and in the case of the Lao People's
Democratic Republic Article 6 (Peiformance Requirements),
shall not apply to:

Transfers

Article 12
Expropriation and Compensation

1. A Party shall not natfonalise or expropriate covered
investments of an investor of any other Party, either
directly or through measures equivalent to expropriation or
nationalisation (referred hereto as “expropriation”), except:
(a) for public purpose®™
(b) in accordance with due process of law;

{c) ona non-discriminatory basis; and

{(d) upon payment of prompt, adequate and effective
compensation.

2. For the purpose of paragraph 1(d), compensaﬁon
shall:

(a) be equivalent to the fair market value of the
expropriated investment at the time when the

expropriation was publicly announced®®, or
when the expropriatlon occurred, whichever
is applicable;

(b) not reflect any change in value occurring
because the intended expropriation had
bacome known satlier;

(c) be settled and paid without undue delay'’’;
and

(d) be effectively realisable and freely
transferable between tha territories of the
Partles.

3. The compensation referred to in paragraph 1(d) shall
include appropriate interest. The compensation, including
any accrued interest, shall be payable either in the currency
of the expropriating Party, or if requested by the investor, in a
freely usable currency.

4. Notwithstanding paragraphs 1, 2 and 3, in the case of
the Republic of Singapore and the Socialist Republic of Viet
Nam, any measure of expropriation relating to land shall be
as defined In their respective domestic laws, reguiations and
any amendment thereto and shall he, for the purposes of and
upon payment of compensation, in accordance with the
aforesaid laws and regulations. '

5. This Article does not apply fo the issuance of
compulsory licences granted in relation to intellectual
property rights under the TRIPS Agreement.

Article 13
Compensation for Losses

A Party shall accord to investors of any other Party whose
covered investment suffered losses dus fo war or other
armed conflict, state of nafional emergency, civil strife or
other similar events in its territory, treatment no less
favourable than that accorded, in like circumstances, to its
own investors or investers of a non-Party whichever is more
favourable, relating to restitution,  indemnification,
compensation or any other forms of settlament.

Article 14
Subrogation

1. Where a Party or an agency authorised by that Party
has granted a contract of Insurance or any form of financial
guarantee against non-commercial risks with regard to a
covered investment by one of its investors in the territory of
any other Party and when payment has beer made under
“this contract or financial guarantee by the former Party or the
agency authorised by i, the latter Perty shall recognise the
rights of the former Party or the agency authorised by the
Party by virtue of the principle of subrogation to the rights of
the investor. ' '

greater than the original right or claim of the investor.




2. Where a Party or the agency authorised by the Party
has made a payment o its investor and has taken over rights
and claims of the investor, that investor shall not, unless
authorised to act on behaif of the Parly or the agency
authcrised by the Parly, making the payment,'® pursue
those rights and claims against the other Party.

Article 15 /

Special Formalitias and Treatment of Information

1. Nothing in Article 3 (National Treatment) shall bs
construed to prevent a Party from adopfing or maintaining a
measure that prescribes special formalities in connection
with the establishment of investments by investors of any
other Party, such as the requirement that investments be
legally constituted under the laws or regulations of the Party
and compliance with registration requirements, provided that
such formalities do not materially impair the rights afforded
by a Party to investors of any other Party and investments of
investors of any other Party pursuant to this Agreement,

2. Notwithstanding Article 3 (National Treatment) or
Article 4 (Most-Favoured-Nation Treaiment), a Party may
require an investor of any other Party, or its investment In Its
territory, to provide routine information concerning that
investment solely for information or statistical purposes. The
Party shall protect any confidential information which has
been provided from any disclosure that would prejudice

legitimate commercial interests of particular juridical persons,
public or private or the competitive position of the investor or
the investment. Nothing in this paragraph shall be construed
fo prevent a Party from otherwise obtaining or disclosing
information in connection with the equitable and good faith
application of its law.

Article 16
Special and Diffarential Treatment for the new ASEAN
Member Countries

In order to increase benefit for the new ASEAN Member
Countries in participating In this Agreement, and in
accordance with the objectives set out In the Preamble to
this Agreement and in the Framework Agreement, a special
and differential treatment shall be accorded to .these
Countries, o the extent possible, through:

{a) access to information on the investment policies
of other Parties, businass Information, relevant
databases and contact point for investment
promotion,

(b) technical assistance to strengthen their capacity
in relation to investment policles and promotion
including in areas such as human resource
development;

() commitments in areas of interest to the new
ASEAN Member Countries; and

(d) recognising that commitments by sach new
ASEAN Member Country can be made in line
- with its respective development policies and
slrategies.
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Article 17
Denial of Benefits

1. A Party may deny the benefits of this Agreement to an
investor of any other Party that is a juridical person of such
other Party and to investments of such investor if the juridical
person has no substantial business activities in the territory
of the Party under whose law it is constituted or organised,
and investors of a non-Party, or of the denying Party, own or
control the juridical person.

2. The denying Parly shall, fo the extent practicable,
notify the other Parties concerned before denying the

- benefits. If the denying Party provides such notice, it shall

consult with the other Parties concered at the request of
such other Parties.

3. Notwithstanding paragraph 1, and subject to prior
notification to and consultation with the relevant Party, in tha
case of the Kingdom of Thailand, the Kingdom of Thailand
may deny the benefits of this Agreement relating to the
admission, establishment, acquisition and expansion of
investments to an investor of any other Party that is a
juridical person of such other Party and to investments of
such an investor where the Kingdom of Thailand establishes
that the juridica! person is owned or controlled by natural
persons or juridical persons of a non-Party,

4. In the case of the Kingdoh of Thailand, a juridical
person is:

(a) owned by investors of a Party if more than 50 per

cent of the equity interest in it is beneficially
owned by such investors; and
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(b) controlled by investors of a Party if such
investors have the power to name a majority of its
directors or otherwise to legally direct its actions.

5, Following notification, and without prejudics to
paragraph 1, in the case of the Republic of the Philippines,
the Republic of the Philippines may deny the benefits of this
Agreement to an investor of any other Party and to
investments of that investor, where it establishes that such
investor has made an investment in breach of the provisions
of Commonwealth Act No. 108 (An Act to Punish Acts of
Evasion of Laws on the Nationalization of Certain Rights,
Franchises or Privileges) as amended by Presidential
Dacree No. 715, otherwise known as “the Anti-Dummy Law”,
as may be amended. :

Article 18 S
investment Dispute Settlement
between a Party and an Investor of any other Party

1. This Article shall apply to investment disputes between
a Party and an investor of any other Party concerning an
alleged breach of Article 3 (National Treatment), Article -4
(Most-Favoured-Nation Treatment), Article 5 {General
Treatment-of Investment), Article 7 (Senior Management and
Boards of Directors), Adicle 10 (Transfers), Article 12
(Expropriation and Compensation) and Article 13
(Compensation for Losses) of this Agreement which causes
loss or damage by reason of, or arising out of, that breach to:

(a) the investor in relaton to its covered
investments; or
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(b)  the covered investment that has been made by
that investor,

relating to the management, conduct, operaticn or sale or
other dispasiticn of a covered investment.

2. A natural person possessing the nafionality or
citizenship of a Party shall not pursue a claim against that
Party under this Agreement.

3. An investment may not make a clalm under this
Article,

4, In the event of an investment dispute arising under
this Article, the disputing parties shall as far as possible
resolve the dispute through censultation and negotiation, a
request of which shall be made in writing, with a view
towards reaching an amicable setflement.

8. Any such dispute which has not been resolved within
a period of six months from the date of written request for
consuitations may be submitted to the courts or
administraiive tribunals of the disputing Party provided that
such courts or fribunals have jurisdictions over such claims
or to arbitration. In the latter event, the investor has the
choice among any of the following:
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(a) the ICSID Convention and the ICSID Rules of
Procedure for Arbitration Proceedings, provided
that both the disputing Pary and the non-
disputing Party are parties to the ICSID
Convention®;

{b) the ICSID Additional Facillty Rules, provided that
either the disputing Party or the non-disputing
Party is a party to the ICSID Convention;

{c) the UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules: or

(d) any other arbitration institution or any other
arbitration rules, if the disputing parties so agres.

6. Once the investor has submitted the dispute to the
courts or administrative tribunals of the disputing Party or
any of the arbitration mechanisnis provided for in paragraph
5, the choice of forum shall be final.

7. The submission of a dispute to arbitration under
paragraph 5 shall be conditional upon: '

(a) the submission of the dispute to such arhitration
taking place within three years of the time at
which the disputing investor became aware, or
should reasonably have become aware, of a
breach of an obligation under this Agreement
and, of the loss or damage incurred by the

covered investrent.?!

B. Where an inpvesiment dispute relate to a measure
which may be a taxation measure, the disputing Party and

- the non-disputing Party, including representatives of their tax

administrations, shall hold consultations to _determine
whether the measure in question is a taxation measure. '

H In tha event of an investmant dispute between Korea and an Investor of any other
Party or between any olher Parly and an investor of Korea, it shall ba considared that
the disputing Party consents o the submission of the dispute to tha arbitration forum

. selected by the d[sputing invastor, provided that Korea and that other Party had

consented to submisslon of investment disputes to that forum in existing bilataral
agreements to which both Kerea and that other Parly are partles,
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8. Where a disputing investor claims that the disputing
Party has breached Aricle 12 (Expropriation and
Compensation) by the adoption or enforcement of a taxation
measure, the disputing Party and the non-disputing Party
shall, upon request from the disputing Party, hold
consultations with a view to determining whether the taxation
measure in question has an effect squivalent to expropriation
or nationalisation.

10.  Any fribunai that may be established under this Article
shall accord serious consideration to the decision of the
disputing Party and the non-disputing Party under
paragraphs 8 and 9.

11.  If the disputing Party and the non-disputing Party fail
sither to initiate such consultations referred to in paragraphs
8 and 9, or to make such joint decisions, within the period of
180 days from the date of the receipt of request for
constltation referred to in paragraph 4, the disputing investor
shall not be prevented from submitting its claim to arbitration
in accordance with this Article.

12. A Party shall not prevent the disputing investor from
seeking interim measures of protection, not involving the
payment of damages or resolution of the substance of the
matter in dispute before the courts or administrative tribunals
of the disputing Party, prior to the insfitution of proceedings
before any of the dispute settlement fora referred fo in
paragraph 5, for the preservation of its rights and interests.

13. A Parly shall not give diplomatic protection, or bring an
international claim, in’ respect of a dispute which one of its
tnvestors and any other Party shall have consented to submit
or have submilted to arbitration under this Aricle, unless
such other Party has failed to abide by and comply with the
award rendered in such dispute, Diplomatic protection, for
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the purposes of this paragraph, shall not include informal
diplomatic exchanges for the sole purpose of facilitating a
scttlement of the dispute.

14, An award made by a tribunal shall be final and binding
upon the disputing parties. An award shall have no binding
force except batween the disputing parties and in respect of
the particular case.

Article 18
Disputes betweesn the Parties

Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, any dispute
concerning the interpretation, implementafion or application
of this Agreement shall be resolved through the procedures
and mechanism as set out in the Agresment on Dispute
Setlement Mechanism under the Framework Agreement.

Article 20
General Exceptions

1. Subject to the requirement that such measures are not
applied in a manner which would constitute a means of
arbifrary or unjustifiable discrimination between the Parties or
their investors where like conditions prevail, or a disguised
restriction on investors or investments made by investors of
any other Parly, nothing in this Agreement shall be construed
to prevent the adoption or enforcement by any Party of
measuras:

(a) necessary to protect public morals or to maintain

(d) inconsistent with Article 3 (National Treatment),
provided that the difference in freatment is aimed
at ensuring the equitable or effective @
impositian or collection of direct taxes in respect
of investments or investors of any other Party;

(e) imposed for tho protection of national tfreasures of
artistic, historic or archaeological value; or

2. The Implementing Committese shall be informed to the
fullest extent possible of measures taken under paragraphs
1(b) and (¢) and of their terminaticn.

Article 22
Taxation

Nothing in this Agresment shall affect the rights and
obligations of any Parly under any tax agreemeant fo which
the Party is a party. In the event of any inconsistency
between this Agreement and any such agreement, that
agreement shall prevail to the extent of the inconsistency.

Article 23 L
Relation to Other Agreements ...,
1. Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to
derogate from any right or obligation of a Party under

international agreements to which the Parties are party.
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2. If the international obligations existing at present or
" established hereafter between the Parties in addition to this
Agreement, result in a position entitling investors of any other
Party and investments by investors of any other Party fo
treatment more favourable than is provided for by this
Agreement, such position shall not be affected by this
Agreement.

Article 24
Institutional Arrangements

The institutions as provided for in Article 5.3 of the
Framework Agreement shall overses, supervise, coordinate
and review, as appropriate, the implementation of this
Agreement.

Article 25
Consultations

The Parties agree to consult each other at the request of any
Party on any matter relating to investments covered by this
Agreement, or otherwise affecting the implementation of this
Agreement.

Article 26 .
Review and Future Liberalisation
1. The institutions as provided for in Article 5.3 of the

Framework Agreement shall review the implementation of
‘this Agreement. '
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2. The Parties will, through future negotiations, further
deepen liberalisation with a view to reaching the reduction or
elimination of the remaining restrictions scheduled in.
conformity with Article © (Reservations), on a mutually
advantageous basis and ensuring an overall balance of
rights and ohligations.

Work Programme

1. The Parties shall enter into discussicns on:
